Concerned Care serves Clay County adults with developmental
disabilities through six group homes (for 24/7 care); apartment
programs (with close monitoring and daily teaching); and a
community support program to give intermittent help as needed.
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The organization also provides therapeutic recreation programs for
youth and adults including camps, sports, life and social skills, Special
Olympics training, day trips and outings.

Northland Assistance Center, a faith-based 501C3 organization,
provides emergency assistance and case management services to the
neediest families in Clay and Platte counties. In total, 25 churches as
well as individuals, foundations and community-based organizations
support the Center’s work, which serves over 2,500 clients annually.
The Center assists qualified persons with food, financial needs and
temporary lodging plus support to move from social assistance to
financial independence.
